Social Security’s PIN Reminders 
NEW!  In October 2007, the term PIN in the BSO suite of services will be changed to “User ID.”  During the 
transition period, there will be reference to both PIN and User ID (PIN/User ID).  If you already have a PIN, 
you will not need to register for a User ID, they are equivalent.  
 
REMINDER!  You can register for a PIN/User ID, Password and user roles at any time during the year.  Don’t 
wait, register today! 
If you are registering for a PIN/User ID for an “S” corporation and you receive a Form W-2, you will need to 
register as an employee.  If you don’t receive a Form W-2, you will need to register as self-employed. 
 
It is important to make sure that employees no longer authorized to use BSO do not have an active PIN/User 
ID.  There are two ways to deactivate a PIN/User ID. 
1.  Online go to www.socialsecurity.gov/bso/bsowelcome.htm and login to remove access to BSO.  Note: 
 You can remove only service(s) to which you have access.  If you remove access to any service(s) 
 in error, you will need to re-request access on the Request Access to BSO Services page. 
2.  By phone, call our toll-free number at 1-800-772-6270 between 7:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m., Eastern Stan-
 dard Time, Monday through Friday. 
 
ο   You should deactivate a PIN/User ID by phone if an employee leaves the company.  Remember, 
  the PIN/User ID belongs to the company, not the employee. 
ο   You should deactivate a PIN/User ID by phone if an employee no longer requires a service(s) in 
  BSO. 
ο   You may deactivate some or all access to BSO. 
 
IRS Clarifies and Extends URL Registration Requirement 
The IRS extended until September 10, 2007 the deadline for certain Authorized e-file Providers to submit the 
URLs of their web sites to the agency and clarified who is affected by the e-file rule issued on July 30, 2007 
and available on irs.gov 
 
Authorized IRS e-file Providers (E R O's, Intermediate Service Providers or Online Service Providers) NOT 
affected by this rule include those that: 

1) Do not have an internet website that obtains taxpayer information from a taxpayer or third party via 
the internet for the purpose of e-filing returns, 

2) Have a website for informational and/or marketing purposes only, 
3) Only receive or send taxpayer information via e-mail, 
4) Do not use websites to collect taxpayer information and transmit the returns through third party trans-

mitters, 
5) Prepare returns and use Provider’s website to e-file their returns, or 
6) Only provide a hotlink to another company’s website that allows taxpayers to input taxpayer infor-

mation. 
 

 The above does not cover all possible scenarios.  Additional information can be found in the Frequently Asked 
Questions located in the e-file section of IRS.gov.  
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IRS Seeks Comments on Updates to Corporate and Partnership Tax Forms 
The IRS has released draft revisions to Form 1065, U.S. Return of Partnership Income, and Form 1120, U.S. 
Corporation Income Tax Return, and is soliciting comments as to whether the proposed revisions will enhance 
compliance and the extent to which the changes may affect taxpayer burden.  Comments are due by September 
14, 2007.  See news release IR-2007-138 (http://www.irs.gov/newsroom/article/0,,id=172795,00.html) for de-
tails and where to send comments.

Proposed Cafeteria Plan Regulations 
The new proposed regulations under Section 125 of the Internal Revenue Code generally preserve the rules of 
the existing proposed regulations, while adding clarifications relating to statutory changes and administrative 
guidance changes since the previous regulations were published.  The new regulations also address many issues 
on which the IRS has previously provided informal guidance.  
 
 The new proposed regulations:  
�  Clarify that cafeteria plans are generally the sole method of preserving the nontaxable nature of employer-
provided benefits where employees are allowed to elect between taxable compensation and nontaxable benefits. 
�  Include new rules for determining if a cafeteria plan improperly discriminates in favor of highly compen-
sated employees, including definitions of key terms. The new rules are generally consistent with the rules for 
qualified retirement plans. Also, the rules provide an objective test to determine if the actual election of benefits 
is discriminatory. 
�  Incorporate guidance previously issued relating to debit cards and grace periods for using health Flexible 
Spending Arrangements (health FSAs) money after the end of a plan year. 
�  Generally retain the rules in the prior regulations for health FSAs, including a 12-month plan year, require-
ments that the full reimbursement be available at anytime during the plan year, restrictions on changing elec-
tions in mid-plan year, and the requirement that unused amounts at plan year end are forfeited (the "use-or-
lose" rule).  
 
The IRS requests comments on the proposed regulations and will hold hearings on the proposed regulations on 
November 15, 2007.  Taxpayers may rely on the proposed regulations for guidance pending the issuance of fi-
nal regulations.

Nokia Battery Recall 
Nokia issued a product advisory for its BL-5C battery on August 14. The problem: The battery, which may af-
fect as many as 46 million devices, could explode.  In the advisory, Nokia said the battery was manufactured by 
Japan's Matsushita Battery Industrial Co. between December 2005 and November 2006.   Nokia has identified 
that in very rare cases the Nokia-branded BL-5C batteries could potentially experience overheating initiated by 
a short circuit while charging, causing the battery to dislodge. 
The world's top cell phone maker said about 100 such incidents had been reported globally but no serious inju-
ries or property damage had been reported.  
The "BL-5C" is Nokia's most widely used battery, powering among others low-end 1100 series phones and 
multimedia handsets N70 and N91.  Several suppliers have made a total of more than 300 million of them for 
Nokia.

Expired E-Services Password Procedures Updated 
The IRS has updated and simplified the procedures for replacing expired e-services passwords.  If your pass-
word has expired: 
 1. Log on to the system. 
 2. Respond to the prompt and enter your AGI for the current or previous tax year.  
 3. When asked, enter the PIN you created during the initial registration process. 
Once the AGI and PIN have been validated you will be required to change your password.  Once your pass-
word has been changed, you will again be able to access the system.  There is no longer a need to wait for a 
confirmation code letter from the IRS.  However, if you have forgotten your password, you will have to go 
through the forgotten password function and wait for a confirmation letter (via the US Postal Service) to access 
the system.
